The process has gone from 5 years down to 3 years. City Attorney Ostlund spoke with
the County. 1234 Greeley is 5 years plus behind on property taxes. The County is
making it sound like this property will go to Tax forfeiture sale this year. If we choose to
acquire the property for a dollar, we are limited on what we can do with the property.
We want this property redeveloped. City has made the decision that acquiring a tax
forfeited, for under fair market value, is not going to further our interest.

Unfortunately, at this time, the City of Glencoe will not own 1234 Greeley, when
demolished, unless other arrangements can be made.

E. Airport Pavement Maintenance and A/D Fence Design — Airport Commission
It is the recommendation of the Airport Commission to enter into contract with SEH
for the design work involved in the Airport Maintenance (Sealcoat) and A/D Fence
Design. The total cost for this design is $7,700. The FAA will pay 95%, the State of
MN 2.5%, and the local share is 2.5%. The local share is $192.50. The project will
be constructed in 2026.
